Bruce A. Dean is an Assistant District Attorney for Suffolk County, Massachusetts and Chief of its Special Prosecutions Unit, a division concentrating in the investigation and prosecution of organized and economic crime, public corruption and “electronic” crime.   Mr. Dean offers over thirty-five years of experience in the criminal justice field.  He is admitted to practice law before the courts of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, the U.S. District Court, the U.S. Court of Appeals for the First Circuit and the U.S. Supreme Court.


Mr. Dean is a former Assistant District Attorney for Middlesex County, Massachusetts.  He has also served as Staff Counsel for the Hanover Insurance Companies, a major property and casualty insurer, where he focused his efforts on fraud suppression and litigation. Prior to his admission to the bar, Mr. Dean managed the investigative efforts of First Security Services Corporation (now Pinkerton Consulting & Investigations), a renowned private security and investigative firm, predominantly concerned with the investigation of insurance fraud and business crime.  He has also served as a security consultant to several major organizations including the former Harvard Community Health Plan and the Public Broadcasting Service.


Mr. Dean is the current Chairman of the Board of Regents of the 34,000 member Association of Certified Fraud Examiners (ACFE) for the 2004-2006 term. He is a former Secretary and current Director of the Greater Boston Chapter of ACFE.  He also serves as Vice Chairperson of the Economic Crime Council of the American Society for Industrial Security (ASIS International).
