Mr. Fleisher is a graduate of Temple University with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Sociology.  He is a graduate of the Philadelphia Police Academy, the FBI Academy, the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center, Backster School of Lie Detection and has successfully completed many law enforcement and polygraph related seminars and courses. 

Mr. Fleisher is a 32( Free & Accepted Mason, a Master Mason of Equity Lodge #591.  He is past-president and a life member of the Shomrim Society, a member of the Fraternal Order of Police, Police Benevolent Association, American Polygraph Association, Pennsylvania Polygraph Examiner's Association, American Board of Forensic Examiners, Certified Fraud Examiner, Fraternal Order of Police, International Association Chiefs of Police, Life Member Police Chiefs Association of Southeastern Pennsylvania, and the American Society for Industrial Security.
