Brian D. Lamkin is presently assigned to the FBI’s Criminal Investigative Division as the Chief of the Financial Crimes Section, which has national oversight of the FBI's white-collar crime program.  An 18-year veteran of the FBI, Mr. Lamkin is a native of Louisville, Kentucky.

Mr. Lamkin served as the Assistant Special Agent in Charge of the Louisville Division for all criminal, counter intelligence, and counter terrorism programs for sixteen months prior to his appointment as the Chief of the Financial Crimes Section.  Mr. Lamkin has served as a Special Agent in the Norfolk, VA, and Dallas, TX field offices, as well as Supervisory Special Agent in the Financial Institution Fraud Unit, FBIHQ.  Mr. Lamkin served as the Supervisory Special Agent and White-Collar Crime Coordinator for the Baltimore, MD field office.  Since joining the FBI in 1987, Mr. Lamkin has developed experience and expertise in WCC investigations, particularly in the areas of bank fraud, health care fraud, government fraud, public corruption, and money laundering.  During his seven-year assignment to the Dallas Division, Mr. Lamkin was a member of the Dallas Bank Fraud Task Force which addressed the largest savings and loan failure crisis in U.S. history.

While assigned to FBIHQ, Mr. Lamkin had national program responsibility of the FBI’s effort to address financial institution fraud, specifically in the areas of check fraud, electronic payment system fraud, and the development of national and international training seminars in these matters.  Mr. Lamkin developed the FBI's international course module on financial crimes investigations currently utilized by the International Law Enforcement Academy, Bangkok, Thailand.  Additionally, Mr. Lamkin was the FBI’s representative to the national Interagency Check Fraud Working Group, the National Bank Fraud Working Group, as well as the FBI’s Law Enforcement and Industry Focus Group whose core membership included representatives from the American Bankers Association, Independent Bankers Association of America, America’s Community Bankers and the Credit Union National Association.

Mr. Lamkin is a frequent speaker and instructor in WCC matters, both nationally and internationally.  Among his numerous speaking engagements, Mr. Lamkin has participated in a live satellite broadcast to 192 downlinks throughout the North American continent on bank fraud matters, and provided law enforcement instruction to the Ministry of Internal Affairs academies in Kiev, Ukraine; Khabarovsk, Russia; Tbilisi, Georgia; the Far Eastern Bank Training Center, Vladivostok, Russia; and the International Law Enforcement Academy, Bangkok, Thailand.  Most recently, Mr. Lamkin provided instruction to the International Economic Crimes Symposium, Cambridge University, and on Major Case and Crisis Management to the National Police, Border Patrol, and the General Prosecutor's Office in Bucharest, Romania.  In addition to his international instruction experience, Mr. Lamkin has written articles for the ABA Banking Journal ('94) and the Buttersworths International Law and Banking Journal ('95) on the criminal exploitation of emerging banking systems in East European countries, as well as current crime trends affecting U.S. financial institutions.  In November 2004, Mr. Lamkin was featured in the Association of Certified Fraud Examiner's journal for his leadership of the FBI's white-collar crime program and the Financial Crimes Section.
